MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

The Brentwood Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, January 10, 2017 at 7:00 pm at the Brentwood Municipal Center.

Present were Mayor Regina Smithson; Vice Mayor Jill Burgin; Commissioners Ken Travis, Betsy Crossley, Anne Dunn, Mark Gorman and Rhea Little; City Manager Kirk Bednar; Assistant City Manager Jay Evans; City Attorney Roger Horner and City Recorder Deborah Hedgepath.  Mayor Smithson led the invocation.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Scouts from Troop 8.
Mayor Smithson administered the oath of office to Firefighter Ryan Lucas.

Public hearing was opened on Ordinance 2016-13 - AN ORDINANCE REZONING PROPERTY LOCATED ON THE WEST SIDE OF EDMONDSON PIKE FROM AR (AGRICULTURAL RESIDENTIAL) TO R-2 (SUBURBAN RESIDENTIAL).  No one was present to speak for or against the ordinance; therefore, the public hearing was closed.

Commissioner Crossley moved for passage of Ordinance 2017-01 - AN ORDINANCE AMENDING MUNICIPAL CODE PROVIDING
 FOR THE REGULATION OF MOBILE FOOD VENDORS, seconded by Commissioner Dunn.  
Commissioner Crossley moved to amend the adoption schedule for Ordinance 2017-01 by scheduling second and final reading of the ordinance for the February 27, 2017 meeting; seconded by Mayor Smithson.  Approval was unanimous.

Ordinance 2017-01, as amended, passed on first reading unanimously.

Commissioner Travis moved for passage of Ordinance 2017-02 - AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR MOBILE FOOD VENDING AS A PERMITTED USE AND TO ESTABLISH SIGNAGE REGULATIONS FOR MOBILE FOOD VENDORS, seconded by Vice Mayor Burgin.  Ordinance 2017-02 passed on first reading unanimously.

Commissioner Crossley moved for passage of Ordinance 2017-03 - AN ORDINANCE REZONING PROPERTY LOCATED ON THE NORTH SIDE OF MOORES LAND, WEST OF INTERSECTION WITH WILSON PIKE FROM R-1 (LARGE LOT RESIDENTIAL) AND R-2 (SUBURBAN RESIDENTIAL) TO OSRD (OPEN SPACE RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT) ZONING DISTRICT, seconded by Vice Mayor Burgin.  

The applicant requested deferral of the rezoning.  Commissioner Crossley and Vice Mayo Burgin withdrew their motions.
With no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:00 pm.
