The Brentwood Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Monday, May 22, 2017 at 5:00 pm at Brentwood City Hall.

Present were Mayor Jill Burgin; Vice Mayor Mark Gorman; Commissioners Ken Travis, Anne Dunn, Regina Smithson, Betsy Crossley and Rhea Little; City Manager Kirk Bednar; Assistant City Manager Jay Evans and City Attorney Roger Horner.  Mayor Burgin led the invocation.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Commissioner Crossley.
Public hearing was opened on Ordinance 2017-11 - AN APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF BRENTWOOD, TENNESSEE FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2017 AND ENDING JUNE 30, 2018 INCLUDING BUDGET FOR BRENTWOOD EMERGENCY COMMUNICATIONS DISTRICT.  No one spoke for or against the ordinance; therefore, the public hearing was closed.

Commissioner Smithson moved for Vice Mayor Gorman to serve on the Environmental Advisory Board for a two-year term; seconded by Commissioner Travis.  Approval was unanimous.
Vice Mayor Gorman moved for Commissioner Travis to serve on the Planning Commission for a two-year term; seconded by Commissioner Little.  Approval was unanimous.

Commissioner Little moved for Commissioner Crossley to serve on the Tree Board for a two-year term; seconded by Mayor Burgin.  Approval was unanimous.

Commissioner Smithson was elected by ballot to serve on the Park Board for a two-year term.
