Commissioner Smithson moved for adoption of Resolution 2017-70 - A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN AGREEMENT WITH LCS TN, LLC AND THE WEITZ COMPANY, LLC FOR USE OF CITY PROPERTY LOCATED AT 910 HERITAGE WAY AS A TEMPORARY PARKING AREA; seconded by Commissioner Little.  Resolution 2017-70 passed unanimously.
