Resolution 2025-70 - A resolution creating the Veterans Monument Trust Account within the
Donations Held in Trust Fund

Background
In order to encourage and accept contributions from private sources for a specific purposes, the
Board of Commissioners established the Donations Held in Trust Fund in Fiscal Year 2009.
Within this fund are separate accounts dedicated to the receipt and disbursement of donated funds
for various civic activities and improvements. While this fund records and tracks revenues
(donations) and expenditures separately for each account by fiscal year, the expenditures are
typically not subject to the normal budget appropriation process due to the targeted intent of the
donations and the difficulty of projecting the amount of private donations in the future. There are
currently seven trust accounts within the Donations Held in Trust (DHT) Fund: Library Gifts and
Donations, Public Safety Trust, Historic Sites Donations, Concert Series, Employee Assistance,
Environmental Trust, and Parks Trust.  Each of the existing trust accounts have their own unique
purpose and expenditure approval process. However, in all cases, the Finance Department
oversees the accounting and expenditure of funds in accordance with established GASB standards
and City policies and procedures.

Staff is proposing the creation of a new Veterans Monument Trust Account within the Donations
Held in Trust Fund. Funding of this account is anticipated from fundraising initiatives currently
being developed by the Veterans Monument Ad Hoc Committee.  This will provide a mechanism
for individuals, groups, private businesses, etc, to contribute funds to the City that will be
dedicated to the construction and long term maintenance of the a veterans monument to be
constructed in CY 2026.  Attached are proposed guidelines for the Veterans Monument Trust
Account.  Please contact the Assistant City Manager with any questions.

RESOLUTION 2025-70

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF BRENTWOOD, TENNESSEE TO ADOPT THE 
VETERANS MONUMENT TRUST ACCOUNT GUIDELINES; AND TO PROVIDE THAT 
SUCH ACCOUNT BE ESTABLISHED AS PART OF THE CITY’S DONATIONS HELD IN 

TRUST (“DHT”) FUND

WHEREAS, the City of Brentwood established the Donations Held in Trust (“DHT”) Fund pursuant 
to Resolution 2009-40; and 

WHEREAS, the DHT Fund is used to maintain certain accounts funded through private donations, 
including the Public Safety Employees Trust Account, the Library Gifts and Donations Account, the 
Historic Trust Account, Environmental Trust Account, Concert Series Account, Employee Assistance 
Account, the and the Parks Trust Account; and

WHEREAS, to account for funds received by the City for the proposed Veterans Monument 
honoring the men and women who have served in America’s armed forces, the Board of 
Commissioners desires to establish a new Veterans Monument Trust Account within the DHT Fund; 
and

WHEREAS, proposed guidelines for the Veterans Trust Account should be adopted.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY OF BRENTWOOD, TENNESSEE, 
AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.  That the guidelines for the Veterans Monument Trust Account, as attached hereto, are 
hereby adopted and made a part of this resolution by reference.

SECTION 2.  That the Veterans Monument Trust Account shall be established as part of the DHT 
Fund.

SECTION 3. That this resolution shall take effect from and after its passage, the general welfare of 
the City of Brentwood, Williamson County, Tennessee requiring it.

CITY OF BRENTWOOD
VETERANS MONUMENT TRUST ACCOUNT GUIDELINES

The City of Brentwood Veterans Monument Trust Account (hereinafter referred to as the 
“Veterans Monument Trust Fund”) shall be established and maintained with funds received from 
private sources.  All donations to the Veterans Monument Trust Fund shall be deposited to an 
account of the City’s Donations Held in Trust (DHT) Fund to be designated as “City of Brentwood 
Veterans Monument Trust Account.”  All donations deposited to said account and any interest or 
other earnings thereon shall be segregated from other accounts of the City.  Donations to the 
Veterans Monument Trust Fund may not be used for any purpose other than the stated purposes 
of the Veterans Monument Trust Fund without the express written consent of the donor.

The purpose of the Veterans Monument Trust Fund shall be to fund the construction and 
maintenance of a veterans monument.   Any expenditure made shall follow City of Brentwood 
Purchasing Guidelines, including approval by the Board of Commissioners for expenditures 
exceeding the City Manager’s purchase authority.  Prior to the conclusion of the Veterans 
Monument Ad Hoc Committee’s work, any proposals for the expenditure of funds from the 
Veterans Monument Trust Fund shall first be considered by that committee, which shall forward 
a recommendation to the Board of Commissioners. Subsequent to the conclusion of the 
committee’s work, expenditure requests shall go directly to the City Commission.  The expenditure 
of funds may also be authorized as part of the City’s normal budgeting process, including adoption 
of the annual Capital Improvements Plan, when applicable.

Resolution 2025-73 - A Resolution to approve a financing lease agreement of five (5) body-worn
cameras with Axon Enterprise, Inc.

Background
The Brentwood Police Department began utilizing body-worn cameras in 2022.  The original
purchase, approved by the City Commission on June 27, 2022, consisted of 60 body-worn
cameras that were assigned to officers, detectives, and first line supervisors.  All 60 cameras are
currently assigned to sworn personnel.  The contract included a five-year term.

We are requesting approval to purchase five additional body-worn cameras.  Two of the cameras
will be assigned to new patrol officers. The other three cameras will be available as spares and to
members of the command staff who are not issued body-worn cameras for daily use.      

The purchase price includes the five cameras, licensing, storage, and related accessories for the
remainder of the original body-worn camera purchase term from 2022.  Payments of $11,246.40
will be due in September 2025 and September 2026 for a total cost of $22,492.80.

RESOLUTION 2025-73

A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE A FINANCING LEASE AGREEMENT OF FIVE (5) 
BODY-WORN CAMERAS WITH AXON ENTERPRISE, INC.

WHEREAS, the City of Brentwood (“City”) has determined the acquisition of body camera 
equipment is essential to the operations of the City’s Police Department and serves a valid public 
purpose; and 

WHEREAS, the City has procured said equipment in accordance with applicable purchasing 
laws, utilizing Sourcewell, a cooperative purchasing program authorized under Tennessee Code 
Annotated § 12-3-1205; and 

WHEREAS, the total cost of the equipment is $22,492.80, to be financed through a lease 
arrangement with Axon Enterprise, Inc; and

WHEREAS, the financing lease provides for two (2) annual payments of $11,246.40, for a total 
of $22,492.80; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Tennessee Code Annotated § 9-24-104 and related provisions, 
municipalities may enter into lease financing arrangements for the acquisition of equipment 
subject to review and approval by the Office of the Tennessee Comptroller of the Treasury; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City to approve the financing lease agreement with 
Axon Enterprise, Inc. and to authorize the execution of all related documents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF 
THE CITY OF BRENTWOOD, TENNESSEE, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. The financing lease agreement with Axon Enterprise, Inc., for the acquisition 
office (5) body camera equipment in the total amount of $22,492.80, payable in two annual 
installments of $11,246.40, is hereby approved.

SECTION 2. The Mayor is hereby authorized to execute the lease agreement and all related 
documents necessary to complete the transaction.

SECTION 3. The City hereby affirms that this financing lease complies with applicable 
provisions of Tennessee law, including Tennessee Code Annotated § 9-24-104, and that 
submission of this resolution and related documentation was made and approved by Tennessee 
Comptroller of the Treasury.

SECTION 4. That this resolution shall take effect from and after its passage, the general welfare 
of the City of Brentwood, Williamson County, Tennessee requiring it.
